· Graduating High School Senior
· Planning to attend an accredited two or four-year college or university in the Fall of 2012
· Planning on pursuing a Finance or Business related major (preferred)
· Minimum B (80%) or 3.0 grade point average
· Demonstrated leadership abilities and/or school and community involvement
· Two letters of recommendation – All applicants are required to provide two letters of reference from a teacher or school official, community representative or current/previous employer.  This letter should expound on the applicant’s demonstrated ability in academics, extracurricular activities, character and leadership (on letterhead, one page maximum).
· Official High School Transcript
· Completed Essay
· Completed Application
· All scholarship recipients must attend one UFSC General Body meeting or event in the year in which the scholarship was received. 
Scholarship Candidates will be selected based on ranking in the following areas:
Leadership:
Candidates should be able to demonstrate character and leadership skills through their involvement in community organizations and or through their place of employment

Career Goals:  
Preference will be given to those candidates electing to pursue a

career in business or financial services. The candidate’s curriculum should reflect the stated career goal.

Essay & GPA:
Candidates will be judged on written communications skills and
